In 2023, South Carolina, Washington, Massachusetts, and Virginia adopted and now reference
ACI CODE 562-21. These efforts would not have occurred without the support of state collaboration
group members, ACI, and industry supporters. Similarly, early adoption efforts continued for
state-level adoption of ACI CODE-440.11-22 and ACI-TMS CODE-122.1-21.

ACI Code Advocacy continues to work closely with our newest code committees to identify
opportunities and develop strategies for the adoption of upcoming codes and standards. ACI
Code Advocacy is also working with ACI technical committee members and staff to ensure that
the timing for updates to current ACI codes and completion of new codes are coordinated with the
national model codes development schedules. AClI Code Advocacy Engineers and AClI members
are always actively participating on the committees of other standards organizations and federal
agencies as well.

This year, ACI connected with over 150 chapter
officers through events such as World of
Concrete, Leadership Training, and the spring
and fall Roundtables.

The
free conference brought together more than
700 attendees from 64 countries to learn about
the latest concrete-related research, innovations,
and interesting projects from various regions.

International Code Advocacy

In 2023, there were significant developments

in international markets for code and standards
adoption led by Saudi Arabia adopting ACI
CODE-440.11-22 and updating their building code
to ACI CODE-318-19(22). Also, government officials
in Ecuador, El Salvador, Morocco, and Bangladesh
have indicated that they are interested in formally
adopting AClI CODE-318-19(22).

ACI Middle East Conference

ACI, along with the ACI Saudi Arabian Chapter — Eastern Province, co-hosted the ACI Concrete
Conference on Codes, Standards, and Best Practices in Riyadh, Saudi Arabia, on November 28-29,
2023. The 2-day conference brought together over 200 engineers, architects, researchers, suppliers,
producers, and academics to exchange their experiences and discuss innovative and emerging
technologies in the concrete industry.

« Several documents were published by NEx that support nonmetallic and composite materials.
« Many awareness and training events are actively being developed to support the building and
construction community.

ACI Financial Position

ACI holds a strong financial position, with assets and reserves that exceed accepted operational
guidelines and with diverse sources of revenue that aid in weathering changes in the economy.
Because of this, ACI was able to maintain its programs and mission through the COVID-19 pandemic
and recovery and is expected to have positive net income in 2023.

ACI’s system of financial controls is robust, with a strong internal finance group, a standing
independent Financial Activities Committee (FAC) that meets throughout the year to review the
Institute’s finances and investments, and annual external audits. The actions of ACl’s investment
manager are closely monitored by our EVP, financial staff, and the FAC.

Importantly, ACI’s staff and Board of Direction make a point to ensure that our finances support our
organizational mission. Through Financial Impact Statements and associated proposals approved
by the Board, ACI uses our financial assets to promote programming, support new initiatives, and
underwrite projects that expand the reach and effectiveness of the organization.
