Speaker: Mike Needham
The Fehmarnbelt Link will be the
world’s longest immersed tunnel
( and is one of Europe’s largest-ever
construction projects. The Link will
> comprise an 18 km long reinforced
X concrete immersed tunnel
: connecting Rgdbyhavn in Denmark
with the island of Fehmarn in Germany, with
associated landworks on the Danish and German
sides. The tunnel is a combined road and rail
tunnel with four traffic tubes, a central gallery, and
a total width of 42 m. Special elements at 1.8 km
intervals have a basement level containing
mechanical and electrical equipment.
