Chair Thomas Adams called the meeting to order at 2:30 PM and welcomed those attending in-person and on ZOOM.  He reminded attendees that the meeting would be conducted in strict compliance with the anti-trust policy of the American Concrete Institute.

Mr. Adams reviewed the current membership roster.  He is in the process of updating this roster.  The update will be completed in April.  

The committee was informed that Tim Folks, longtime member of  ACI 229 and our current TAC contact point, has retired from Hawaiian Cement.  He will no longer be active with TAC or ACI 229.  A new TAC contact will be appointed.

Chair Adams reported on the TAC Chair Breakfast held yesterday.  He noted the Technical Committee Manual is undergoing revisions.  Training on writing specifications is available to committees involved in that task.  TAC is encouraging incremental submittal of revisions to committee documents to make review and revision more efficient.  TAC is going to be increasing document approval to eight years in some select cases.

Incoming ACI President Charles Nmai commented on the zero-carbon concrete initiatives of ACI.  In his remarks he asked that Committees 232, 233, and 234 prepare brief documents explaining how their materials contribute to the goal of producing zero-carbon concretes.

Mr. Adams reported that TAC has granted a three-year extension to the report of this committee, ACI 229R-13.  The report will be designated as PRC-229-13 (Reapproved 2022) and will be posted to the committee webpage soon.

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Review and revision of the committee report is the primary task for this committee so we will be able to submit the complete document to meet the deadline given by TAC.  A request to start the process must be submitted to TAC for approval.  Thomas Adams will make that request on behalf of the committee.  In the meantime, work will begin.

Several comments were shared for consideration as we begin the review.
· Check all definitions closely.
· Include sustainability and resiliency comments.
· Check material references closely as materials have changed since 2013.
· Comment on environmental impacts as necessary.
· Update the uses of CLSM.
· Look for current (within last five years) examples of uses as references.
· Update photos where possible.
· Discuss harvested ash.

Chapters 1 and 2 will be easy reviews.  The committee agreed that Chapter 4 on Materials might be the most challenging.  Bud Werner volunteered to lead review of that chapter.  It was agreed that a virtual meeting of interested committee members will be held within the next 60 days to get into depth on this chapter.  The committee will target completion of this phase of the review by the Dallas convention in October.

Milton Gomez and Trevor Towery will take the lead on Chapter 9.  Ross Gorman will take the lead on discussion of harvested ash.

There were no other old or new business items for discussion.

The meeting was adjourned at 4:00 PM.
