Chairman Russell indicated that he had attended the Chairman’s breakfast meeting in New Orleans and the following was discussed:
· New Member.  Chairman Russell introduced new voting member, Dr. Eugene Takhtovich, effective November 5, 2009.  
· Concrete Research Council.  $10-20k grants for research are available.  The committee members can refer potential applicants to CRC
· Concrete Knowledge Center.   ACI has this resource on the ACI website.  Chairman Russell recommends the committee utilize this as it provides among other information:

· BIM.  ACI has formed a new BIM (Building Information Modeling) committee.  If any committee members are interested, they should attend the committee meeting.  They will most likely meet on Tuesday of the Convention from 4-6 pm, but check the schedule to verify.

4.1 Status of 311.4R-05, “Guide for Concrete Inspection”
The Chairman stated that he felt the committee should focus on other more pressing documents and plan to update this document at a later date.
4.2 Status of 311.5-04, “Guide for Concrete Plant Inspection and Testing of Ready-Mixed Concrete”.

The Chairman stated that he felt the committee should focus on other more pressing documents and plan to update this document at a later date.

4.3 Status of ACI 311.6-09, “Specification for Ready-Mixed Concrete Testing Services”
4.3.1 Chairman Russell indicated that this document has been approved for printing and will be included in the 2011 ACI Manual of Practice.  Members will be receiving final copies from ACI in the near future.
4.4 Status of ACI 311.X-XX, “Specification for Cast-In-Place Concrete Inspection Services”
4.4.1 Chairman Russell indicated that the web ballot completed in early November was voted on with the following results:

9 Affirmative; 5 Affirmative with Comment; 2 Negative; and 3 Not Returned

The letter ballot results meet the ½ and 2/3 rules and therefore the document passes with resolution of the negatives which were discussed as described below:
4.4.1.1 Woodward Vogt had two negatives and following minor adjustments by the committee along with further investigation he withdrew them.
4.4.1.2 Robert Jenkins had several negatives:

· Page 5, line 10, Certification add: "..or other independent third party." at the end of the paragraph.  15 members of the committee (unanimous of those present)  approved this change following a motion by Robert Jenkins, seconded by William Atkin

· Page 5, line 12, Continuous Inspection:  Mr. Jenkins withdrew his negative relating to this paragraph.  

· Page 13, paragraph 2.3.6, line 5, insert:  "in accordance with MSP-2-01"  between "...and placed" and "as specified...".  16 members of the committee (unanimous of those present)  approved this change following a motion by William Atkin, seconded by Michael Jaycox.

4.4.1.3 George Wargo had several affirmative with comments:

· Page 4, line 20-21, 1.2.2 Inspection Agency delete:  "as a Special Inspection Agency" in the first line.  15 members of the committee (unanimous of those present)  approved this change following a motion by William Atkin seconded by Robert Jenkins.
· Page 12, line 18, 2.3.3, insert:  " in accordance with ACI 117 and project specifications"  replacing "within acceptable tolerances" .  14 members of the committee (unanimous of those present)  approved this change following a motion by Venkatesh Iyer , seconded by William Atkin
· Page 15, line 5, 3.1.5, insert:  "slump and air content are in accordance with ACI 117 and"  between "....concrete properties..." and "....per project specifications."  16 members of the committee (unanimous of those present)  approved this change following a motion by Michael Jaycox, seconded by Claude Jaycox

4.4.1.4 William Atkin had several affirmative with comments but withdrew them following discussion with the committee.
4.4.1.5 "Charles Hookam had several affirmative with comments:
· Page 18, paragraph 4.5, Repairs, it was agreed to delete this paragraph in its entirety.  The committee, after reviewing the remaining negatives, decided not to incorporate them in the document.  10 members of the committee voted for, 2 members were opposed, and 1 member abstained thus approving the above changes following a motion by Robert Jenkins, seconded by Michael Jaycox.
4.4.2 Chairman Russell indicated that the members need to provide checklist recommendations to Michael Jaycox within 2 weeks in preparation of a web ballot to members
4.5 Status of SP2-07
4.5.1 Chairman Russell assigned chapters for review in the next version of this document, but decided to table this effort until the Specification for Cast-in-Place Concrete Inspection Services is completed by the committee.
