3.0 Approval of Minutes:  A motion was made to approve the minutes from the Tampa meeting by Erik Holck.  It was seconded by Kim Basham, and approved by the members in attendance.
4.0 Committee Membership Review:
A discussion commenced regarding the status of the voting members, and the lack of attendance at the meetings.  
Jim Baty chairs another committee at the same time as the 306 regular meeting, but he is active and participates.
Terry Collins – Chairman Morrical will check with to see if Terry still wants to be a voting member.
Gene Daniel – Haven’t heard from in some time.  Chairman Morrical will check with Gene to see if he still wants to be a voting member.
John Gnaedinger – Wrote a large portion of the report, especially maturity sections.
Darmawan Ludirdja – Works with Bill Lyons.
John Ma – Chairman Morrical doesn’t know who he is.  Someone should check with John and see if he would still like to wants to be a voting member.
Rick Melnechuk – Hasn’t participated in some time, may no longer be a member of ACI.  Need to verify.
There is a need to get new committee members who can attend regular meetings and are interested in Cold Weather Concreting.
Mike Berry was elevated to voting member from Associate Member.
Steve’s term as Chairman of 306 will come to an end as of the Dallas Convention.  Bill Lyons will be offered the position.  Other interest was solicited as well.
5.0 Chapter 11, Antifreeze Admixture Systems
ASTM C 1622 was distributed as a reference.  Bob Hoopes will take a shot at rewriting Chapter 11 to update and simplify if possible.  
There was discussion about the definition of admixtures as it relates to bagged calcium chloride.  Kim Basham discussed 11.2.2 and stated that ACI 318 allows calcium chloride, so we should expand the sentence stating that CaCl2 should not be used with reinforcing steel.
The chapter should be expanded to include calculations to figure out how much CaCl2 can be added with reinforcing steel.
Need to check limits set forth in ACI 301 and check concentrations in ACI 318.
Paragraph 11.2.1 was discussed, and stated that the admixtures don’t increase temperature, but they do speed up the time to peak.  There was discussion about adding some language back into this paragraph.
Chairman Morrical suggested adding passing criteria to 11.2.6.1 for ASTM C 1622 test.  He also suggested that we need to add references and rewrite this paragraph.
Chairman Morrical set a goal to ballot a rewrite of Chapter 11 before the meeting in Dallas.  Then negatives could be discussed at that time.
There was a side discussion that took place during this time.  Steve Lloyd mentioned a problem with using an accelerator increasing the air content.  Erik Holck mentioned that he had experience with an SRA also increasing air content.  Bob Hoopes suggested that these problems could be related to the supplier not being familiar with the use and the effects of the particular admixtures.  It was also mentioned that polycarboxylate products increase air, but have defoamers built in.
6.0 New Business:
Items discussed for the next revision of the guide.
Do we need to address CLSM protection?

Should we further address fly ash in our document?  Problems, concerns, accelerated construction.  Maybe Chapter 7.  Eric King will look into SCM’s to see how they fit into our document.

Need to contact Henry Prenger and/or Jim Cornell about inclusion of Cold Weather Specification in current ACI 301.
Should we address decorative concrete in our document?
