Please help to update the ACI Concrete Terminology under ACI 116, but needs committee input to make sure definitions are updated.
IS&T report by John Glumb. Can now save a partially completed ballot, so that comments don’t need to be completed before the 1 hour passes and the ballot is terminated. It will be labeled “incomplete” and stored for future completion.
Members of a subcommittee are also voting members.


6.0  Future Technical Sessions at ACI Spring 2013 Convention

Technical Session planned for ACI Spring 2013 Convention, Minneapolis, MN. Moderators will be Rob Lewis and Brian Green. Discussed potential collaboration with other committees.  Will request 2 “back-to-back” sessions.

7.0  Update on Grouting Chapter for ACI Manual of Concrete Practice, Guide on Grouting Materials

Considerable discussion was held on each chapter and the status of each. 
Results of discussions are as follows:

Outline – ACI 552

Chapter 1: Introduction (Yen, Skaggs, Green). 
Yen will revise and resubmit by June 2012, incorporating comments from Warner and Ferraris on using ACI terms. Then this can be balloted to elicit comments.

Chapter 2: Constituent Materials (Bryan, Fred Sherrill, and Kamal Khayat).
Rob Lewis volunteered to work with Kamal. A draft will be submitted by June. In general citing other committees’ work on certain materials will save rewriting it here.

Chapter 3: Fresh Properties (Mohammed Sonebi, Kamal Khayat, Clarissa Ferraris, nearly finish the second draft)
This is 80% finished. Second draft has been completed. Ferraris indicated she will improve content and submit by June. Following that it can be balloted.

Chapter 4: Hardened Properties (Brian Green, Aamer Syed).
Syed volunteered to work on this and coordinate with Green. The first draft is due by June.

Chapter 5: Durability (Christine Langton, Akthem Al-manaseer)
Al-Manaseer will work with Langton with the objective of submitting a draft by end of April. Much of the content has already been completed by each person. They need to combine their write-ups into a single document.

Chapter 6: Mix proportioning (Dr. Ammar Yahia, Kevin Foody)
Yahia has started the writeup and will submit the first draft possibly by June. Foody volunteered to help Yahia. This was balloted twice before, but due to poor response, will be reballoted when ready.

Chapter 7: Production and placement (Jacques Bertrand, …). 
This is not a list of equipment, which can become obsolete very quickly, due to changes in equipment. Yen suggested that the document discuss the energy required for mixing and pumping certain materials, depending on application. Warner suggested a table of various materials and specific equipment needed for mixing and placing appropriate to the material demands. The table can be followed by further narrative on the applications with reference to other books/references. Jacques may enlist  help from Warner and others to prepare a draft by June.

Chapter 8: Grout Case Studies (Paipal +Everyone in the committee should contribute, …..)
Mike Paipal volunteered to coordinate this chapter. Warner suggested a table, plus some case histories. 

Chapter 9: Material Performance (Mike Ballou will write this chapter with help from Jim Warner).
Ballou was absent. Lewis volunteered to help. No report on progress. Lewis to contact Ballou for an update. No completion date for the draft was given.


Chapter 10: Sustainability (Peter Yen - Draft).
The draft has been completed and was distributed at the committee meeting (Dallas). Suggest toballot it, in order to raise comments.

Kamal reported very good attendance of 75+. Two speakers did not show up, so more time was given for the other speakers.
