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1. INTRODUCTION

Meeting was called to order by Chairperson Suksawang at 2:05 PM. Chairperson Suksawang welcomed all members and visitors. 

2. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD IN THE FALL 2011 CONVENTION IN CINCINNATI, OH

Maamouri moved to approve the minutes and seconded by Scanlon.  The committee approved the minutes unanimously.

3. ANNOUNCEMENT 

· Chairperson Suksawang announced that the CD for the Andy Scanlon Symposium on Serviceability and Safety of Concrete Structures: From Theory to Practice is now available thru ACI.

· Chairperson Suksawang also announced that there was no news to share with the committee from the TAC meeting.  

4. DISCUSSION ON COMMITTEE DOCUMENTS UNDER DEVELOPMENT

In previous meetings the committee agreed to prepare two sets of documents: (i) a short articles for Concrete International (CI) and (ii) a technical document on Structural Reliability Basics.

· Maamouri reported that he started to work on the CI article but it is not yet ready to be distributed to the group.
· Suksawang reported that he will keep working on the technical document on Structural Reliability Basics and write up an introduction for each of the topics. 
The committee then had a long discussion about the nature of the document, in what form it would be published and who is targeted to use the document. 

Novak indicated that the current LRFD design methodology is based on a number of uncertainties in loads, load combinations, material, and system versus component design among others.  The current approach is the best available given the amount of uncertainties.

Nassif suggested, and the committee agreed, that a good approach to best present reliability concepts to other committees and engineers is in the form of 2 or 3 Tech notes.  The Tech notes should focus on the phi factor since the load factors are provided by ASCE7.

Maamouri was charged to prepare a Tech note and present it to the committee at a later meeting.

Oglesby suggested getting some of the information from previous sessions that ACI 348 was involved with.  She also commented that it would be beneficial to have a list of all the sessions and presentations that ACI 348 previously sponsored.
