(2) The main objective of the new guide is strength and ductility. This is achieved by guidance on the design and detailing of steel reinforcing bars.
Publications claiming advantages for the use of alternatives to steel bars are continuously produced. ACI 421 cannot ignore the existence of such claims, because some imply contradiction of its guide. A task group would be needed for this proposal.
